Maroons Win 14-13 Thriller To Cop 
Inter-Provincial Lacrosse Title 

Glengarry Gardens A Madhouse Wednesday 
Night As Record Crowd Sees Team 
Come Roaring Back To Win Championship 

Roaring back from a four-goal deficit to sink six goals in less than four 
minutes, Alexandria Maroons displayed true championship style, Wednesday 
night, taking a 14-13 victory from Cornwall Seniors. It was their third victory 
of the series and with it went the Interprovincial Cup and championship 
honours for Eastern Ontario and Quebec. 

Cornwall, perennial oup winners, were definitely out to stay in the running 
and they played the kind of lacrosse* 
that ordinarily should have won. An 
almost unbeatable fellow by the name 
of Manning in the Maroons’ goal, and 
12 other players with a win complex 
stood in their way, however, and the 
result was a thrill-packed game which 
left the fans reeling, 

Good outside referees partly tell the 
tale of victory for Maroons. Red 
Storey and Tommy Shore of Montreal 
were calling them as they saw them 
and Cornwall’s dirtier players weren’t 
getting away with their usual roughing 
of referees. Gus Lebrun helped Alex- 
andria’s cause no end by taking five 
trips to the penalty bench, once for 
five minutes. 

The Alexandrians fared none too 
well in the first half. They seemed 
over-anxious and inclined to throw the 

■ball away. Brilliant goal tending by 
Manning saved- at least a dozen shots 
ticketed for the scoreboard and kept 
Maroons within striking distance. 
Cornwall lead 3-1 at” the first bell, 7'-3 
at half time and 10-7 at the third 
break. Jamieson made It four-up for 
Cornwall early in the curtain quarter 
before Maroons came to scoring life' 
with that six-goal splurge which put 
our boys two up. 

Deebank, the most effective player 
on the visiting squad, made it close at 
the 11-minute .mark, but the fans 
breathed easier when scrappy little 
Yves Garand broke from the face-off 
to outrun the whole pack. His shot 
struck the goal post but Bill Milks was 
in for the rebound and picked his spot. 
Bayette was the only scorer in the last 
six;-minutes, which were probably the 
longest hour Alexandria fans ever sat 
out. 

The final bell saw players and fans 
converge on the floor for happy back-r 
slapping, while the crowd roared its 
pleasure. It was a grand finale for a 
lacrosse season that had more downs 
than ups, but which provided much 
good lacrosse for Glengarry fans. 

Manning, of course, was again the 
five-star performer for Alexandria, but 
every Maroon showed great fighting 
qualities, especially in the final-inning 
drive. Garand and Garneau shared 
scoring honours with three each; 
Journeau and Monk had two apiece, 
while singles went to Gauthier, Nichol- 
son, Milks and Bern Lalonde. 

Deebank had four for Cornwall dur- 
ing his 60-minute stint on the floor; 
Jamieson bad three; Ron Roundpoint 
and Payette, 2; T„ Wheeler and Lebrun, 
one each.

Rev. R. J. MacDonald, rector of St. 
Finnan’s, and chancellor of the Alex- 
andria diocese, leaves Tuesday for 
Rome, where, at the request of His 
Excellency Bishop Brodeur, he will at- 
tend the special All Saints’ Day cere- 
monies, when His Holiness Pope Pius 
will , proclaim the dogma of -iae 
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin 
Mary. 

Father MacDonald will be accom- 
panied by Rev. A. L. Cameron, P.P., 
St. Columfoan’s, Cornwall, and in ad- 
dition to attending the November 1st 
ceremonies, the local clergymen will be 
present at ceremonies, November 12th, 
in connection with the beatification of 
Sister Marguerite Bourgeois, foundress 
of the congregation of Notre Dame. 

As many bishops and cardinals as 
I&ssible are to be in Rome for the 
ceremonies, but His Excellency Bishop 
Brodeur fines himself unable to go.

13th, 1950, a 
funeral service was held in the Dal- 
housie Mills United Church for Mar- 
garet Ann MacLen-nan, wife bf the 
late John R. MacLeod, who passed 
away quietly at her home in Glen 
Nevis, on Wédnesday, October 11th, in 
her 85th year. Burial was in the Mac-

of Knox Church, Lancaster. The hymns 
sung were “The Lord Is My Shepherd”,

surviving member of the famljy of 
Duncan MacLennan and his wife, Ann 
MacLennan, of Glen Nevis.

Pipers’ Tribute For 
Pipe-Major Stewart 

On October 14th death came sud- 
denly to John A. Stewart at his home 
in Dunvegan. He was in his 81st year 
and was the last surtiving member of 
the family of the late Lachlan Stewart 
and his wife, Catherine MacRae of 
Stewarts’ Glen. Mr. Stewart lived the 
greater part of his life in Maxville 
and Dunvegan. , \ 

In 1909 he married Edith Grant of 
Ottawa,, who survives him with two 
daughters, Muriel and Isabel Stewart, 
of Ottawa, and one son, Lieut. Donald 
G. Stewart of Petawawa. 

He was a well known figure through- 
out Eastern Ontario, having been a 
member of the S.D.. & G. Highland 
Pipe Band for fifty years, during 
thirty-six of which he; was Pipe-Major. 
Due to his skill as a piper, his services 
were greatly in demand at concerts, 
socials, picnics, Highland dancing and 
piping contests, botli as piper and 
judge. 

His strength of character, kindly dis- 
position and keen sense of. humor won 
him many friends, among whom he 
will be greatly missed. 

The funeral cortege left his home 
on Monday, October 16th, at 2.09 p.m. 
for Kenyon Presbyterian Church, 
headed by members of L.OL. No. 1158, 
and neighbouring lodges. Following 
them, but preceding the funeral car 
was the S.D. & G. Highland Pipe Band, 
under Pipe-Major Bert Sutherland, 
playing a slow march, ; 

Rev. Dr. D. N. MacMillan conducted 
the service and chose a most approp- 
riate text from Exodus I, verse 6, “And 
Joseph died and all liis brethren and 
all that generation”. Eln speaking of 
Mr. Stewart’s work and musical 
ability. Dr. MacMillan referred to 
Jubal in Genesif, chapter 4, who was 
the father of all such as handle the 
harp and organ, and of his brother, 
Tubal-cain, who was an instructor of 
every artificèr in brass and iron.

A Yugoslavian displaced person, Jeremic Mililoj, 39, is reported resting com- 
fortably in Cornwall hospital, after allegedly attempting suicide in the farm 
home of James Wightman, Lancaster, early i^Lturday night. Said to have been 
in a depressed frame of mind for a couple of days, Miliboj. is reported to have 
shot himself through the chest with a .22 rifle while alone in the kitchen of 
the farm home. 

-* Since arriving in Canada in August, 
Miliboj had not been in good health 
and had undergone treatment in hos- 
pital for ten days. He is reported to 
have spent five years in a German 
concentration camp and is said to have 
been despondent over his inability to 
get his wife and son out from behind 
the Iron Curtain. Mr. Wightman re- 
ported he had been particularly 
troubled since receivipg a letter Thurs- 
day, from his mother, who wrote that 
she had not eaten in two weeks. 

Shortly after 7 o’clock, Mr. Wight- 
man was preparing to take Miliboj to 
Lancaster, where he might seek com- 
fort In his own tongue. The D.P. was 
alone in the kitchen when he is be- 
lieve’d to have loaded the .22 rifle and 
shot himself through the chest. He 
apparently tried to fire a second shot 
before staggering out of doors where 
he collapsed. 

In an adjoining room at the time 
were Mrs. Wightman and her mother- 
in-law, Mrs. Wm. Wightman. Dr. W. 
F. Ongard of Lancaster, was called 
and had Miliboj removed to hospital. 
Ontario Provincial Police were also 

called and they investigated.

Much Lauded Artists 
For School Concert 

The Deanna Durbin of Toronto, Leo- 
poldine Pichler, will be one of four 
concert artists to be featured at the 
public concert in Alexandria Hall, 
here, next Wednesday evening. A 
lyric-coloratura soprano, Miss Pichler 
has been described by Toronto critics 
as “somewhere between Deanna Dur- 
bin and Lily Pons. A native of Vienna 
who came to Toronto in 1934, Miss 
Pichler studied at Toronto and New 
York before emlbarkdng on a career 
which has included opera and radio 
work, recitals and appearances as 
soloist with symphony and philhar- 
monic orchestras. 

Wednesday’s concert will be the first 
of a series presented by*^ Alexandria 
High School, under sponsorship of the 
Department of Education. 

Other artists will include Mary 
Syme, pianist, who at 15 graduated 
from the Royal Conservatory of Music, 
Toronto, with the highest marks in 
Canada, and who has also appeared 
with the Toronto Symphony Orchestra. 
For the past four years she has studied 
in New York and she won high praise 
from the critics at her New York debut 
in Town Hall, in January, 1949. 

Laurence Felton, baritone, has done 
broadcasts over the CB.C’s Dominion 
network on “Tomorrow’s Concert 
Stars”, and is at present working on 
reperaoire and doing stage and radio 
work. 

A member of the Royal Conserva- 
tory Symphony Orchestra, Josephine 
Churchman, violinist, has appeared as 
guest artist in Ontario and the UE., 
and during the last few months she has 
done many solo recitals over the 
C.B.C. 

Miss Minnie McCurdy will be the 
accompanying pianist. 

So well rounded a programme should 
appeal to many in Glengarry and the 
local High School is to be congratu- 
lated on its initiative in bringing these 
artists to Alexandria.

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sprouts should* serve five or six 
people. 

2. To cook sprouts remove any blem- 
ished* outer leaves and soak 10 
minutes in salted -water. Drain and 
cook in boiling salted water for 15 
to 20 minutes or just until tender. 
Never overcook until sprouts are 
ugly brown. 

3. To buy cauliflower, select heads 
that are clean and white, firm and 
compact, and heavy for their size. 
If you see cauliflower with brown 
spots and florets that are separ- 
ated, it may be a poor bargain at 
any price. 

4. When cauliflower florets are broken 
into very small sections, crisped and 
served in salads, you do not waste 
the valuable Vitamin C content. 
Let it stand in cold salty ■water if 
pieces taste “strong”. 

5. As a hot vegetable boil cauliflower 
only until tender (about 18 mins.) ; 
turn into serving dish, then sprinkle 
with cheese or pour cream tomato 
sauce over it. 

6. Chinese cabbage is usually regarded 
as a salad vegetable, but is de- 
licious cooked, too. Wash thor- 
oughly, slice, it crosswise and cook 
in boiling salted water until tender 
(about 12 mins). Drain and add 
1 cup cooked tomatoes and half 
a minced onion and put it back to 
cook for 8 minutes. 

7. Shred* Chinese cabbage and toss to- 
gether with equal quantities of 
grated carrot and grated turnip. 
Marinate with French dressing. 
Sprinkle a teaspoon of brown sugar 
over a three-cup mixture and add 
a few chopped nuts, then serve. 

8. When buying broccoli look for large 
heads—at least three inches in di- 
amiter, compact and green. The 

1 yellow flowers indicate less flavour 
and food value. Two bunches should 
serve six people. By the way, stems 
are very good. 

9. To prepare broccoli, wash, then 
slice the stems lengthwise leaving 
tuft of flowers on each slice. Place 
pieces in a-small amount of boiling 
water, heads up. Cover and cook 
20 mins. Drain. Pour hot butter 
over pieces in serving dish. 

10. Red* cabbage should be crisp and 
well-rounded to. be good. Shred a 
small quantity to mix with white 

„ cabbage in salad. Wrap the un- 
used cabbage in aluminum foil. 

11. Always cook one or two very tart 
apples with red cabbage to retain 
the colour. Or a generous sprink- 
ling of lemon juice at serving time 
makes a better colour in cooked red 
cabbage. 

THE QUESTION BOX 

Miss M. W. asks for a good pickle 
recipe, using green tomatoes. 

Answer: 
Chow Chow 

30 medium green tomatoes 
' (7V2 lbs.) 

Vs cup table (bag) salt or . 
% cup coarse salt 

Vs medium cabbage (3 cups, 
minced) 

3 green peppers 
2 sweet red peppers 
3 medium onions 

G Vs cups vinegar 
2 cups sugar 
1 tablespoon celery seed 
1 tablespoon mustard seed 

Vs tablespoon whole cloves. 
Put tomatoes through food chopper, 

using coarse blade. Combine with salt 
and let stand Vs hour. Put into cheese- 
cloth bag and let drain overnight. Add 
cabbage, peppers and onions which 
have been put through food chopper. 
Mix vegetables together and add vine- 
gar, sugar and spices, tied loosely in a 
cheesecloth bag. Oook, uncovered, over 
low heat until vegetables are tender, 
about 20 minutes. Pour into hot, ster- 
ilized jars and seal. Yield: about 12 
cups. (May omit cabbage and reduce 
vinegar and sugar to 3 cups vinegar 
and 1% cups sugar). 

Mrs. C. F. asks why some containers 
of frozen food split at the seams, and 
if food is safe to use. 

Answer: Food must have been 
packed too tightly or the boxes may 
have been packed* together tightly. The 
food may be good to use providing it 
is cooked or brought to a boil for 10 
minutes. 

Mrs. B. D. asks how to remove orange 
candle wax from a red rug. 

Answer: Sponge the waxed portion 
lightly witlg a liquid* made up of two 
parts water and one part of denatured 
alcohol after scraping off as much wax 
as you can.

W.l. Protests East Paying 
For Hydro Cycle Changeover 

Eastern Ontario Women’s Institutes' 
are opposed to Eastern Ontario shar- 
ing in the cost of the change-over pro- 
posed by the Ontario Hydro Electric 
Commission in electrical frequency 
service from 25 to 60 cycles in other 
parts of the province. A resolution of 
protest was unanimously carried fol- 
lowing spirited discussion at the clos- 
ing session in Ottawa last week of 
their 35th annual Ottawa Area con- 
vention. 

A further motion receiving full sup- 
port of the delegates requests that 
“—in the Statutes* of Ontario Act, 
known as the Jurors Act, the words 
person and persons shall be made to 
designate both men and women”. 

Other resblutions passed at the clos- 
ing session request that the Associated 
Country Women of the World be given 
consultative status in the Economic 
and Social Council of the U.N., and 
protests the use of ungrammatical and 

mis-spelled English in comic strips. 
Foundations were laid for an East- 

ern Ontario scholarship fund. 
A fast-growing storehouse of modern 

homemaking techniques is creating a 
new role for today’s housewives, said 
Hon. Cairine Wilson, speaking at the 
luncheon meeting in the Chateau 
Laurier banquet room.

TOWNSHIP OF 

TOWNSHIP OF LANCASTER 

BY-LAW No. 142-50 

A By-law to regulate the discharge 
of guns or other firearms and the run- 
ning at large of dogs in the Township 
during the period 6th November to 18th 
November, 1950, inclusive. 

WHEREAS, under the Municipal Act 
and the Dog Tax and Live Stock Pro- 
tection Act by-laws may be passed by 
the Councils of local Municipalities to 
regulate the discharge of guns or other 
firearms and the running at large of 
dogs; 

AND WHEREAS, it is deemed ex' 
pedient that such a by-law he enacted 
by the Council of the Township of 
Lancaster. 

THEREFORE, the Council of the 
Corporation of the Township of Lan- 
caster enacts as follows: 
1. No person or persons shall discharge 

a rifle of any calibre within the 
Township of Lancaster during the 
period1 6th November to 18th Nov- 
ember, 1950, inclusive. 

2. No person or persons shall permit 
dogs to run at large in any part of 
the Township of Lancaster, includ- 
ing wooded areas for any purpose 
during the period 6th November 
to 18th November, 1950, inclusive. 

3. This by-law shall not apply to any 
duly appointed Police Constable or 
Police Officer in carrying out his 
duties as a Police Constable or Police 
Officer. 

4. Any person convicted of a breach of 
the provisions of this by-law shall 
be subject to a penalty not exceed- 
ing the sum of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) 
for each offence.

passed, signed and sealed this 3rd day 
of October, 1950..

Says Whooping 
Cough Is Top 
Child Killer 

Whooping cough causes more deaths 
in Canada each year than diphtheria, 
measles, scarlet fever or poliomyelitis 
and, in children under two yeans of 
age, the mortality is higher than in 
those four diseases combined, it is 
stated by Dr. C. H. Anglin of Toronto. 

Writing in the current Issue of 
HEALTH, official magazine of the 
Health League of Canada, Dr. Anglin, 
on the staff of the Toronto Hospital 
for Sick Children, states that of the 
various infectious diseases encountered 
today, whooping cough presents the 
chief problem.from the standpoint of 
reduction in mortality. 

The article — “The Importance of 
Whooping Cough” — timed for release 
just prior to Canada’s eighth annual 
National Immunization Week, October 
15th to 21st, emphasizes the serious- 
ness of. the disease which in 1949 
claimed 202 lives from 7,942 cases. And, 
even in some of these who recover 
there may be complications which in- 
clude bronchitis, broncho-pneumonia 
and that chronic serious lung con- 
dition, bronchiectasis. Then there aye 
serious convulsions which can. leave a 
child mentally handicapped for life. 

'Despite its seriousness, however, Dr. 
Anglin says that whooping cough can 
be virtually eliminated. 

Emphasizing that “prevention is bet- 
ter than treatment in any disease”, he 
says that in Canada there is available 
for every child a vaccine which protects 
against whooping cough, and that it

Dr. Anglin describes whooping cough 
as “a highly contagious infection of 
the air passages caused by a definite 
germ and characterized by spasmodic 
attacks of coughing ending in a pro- 
longed respiratory sound called a 
whoop.. It is present in mart com- 
munities the year round, but in north- 
erly climates, such as Canada, it shows 
a definite increase in the early winter. 

It may occur at any age, from two 
weeks to eighty years, but over 50 pet 
cent of cases are in the one to five- 
year group. It is very contagious, and 
75 to 90 per cent of infants and chil- 
dren intimately exposed to a case will 

become infected if they have not had 
the disease or been immunized.

Shelters For Swine 
Breeding Stock 

OTTAWA, Sept. 20.—Swine breeding 
stock thrive, develop and breed most 
satisfactorily undler the natural semi- 
outdoor conditions associated with 
pasture, range and outdoor shelters, 
says W. W. Cram of the Experimental 
Farm, Indian Head, Sask. Under such 
conditions the animals obtain the 
benefit of direct sunlight, fresh air 
and exercise the year around. When 
pasture crops are supplied during the 
growing season the fresh green forage 
is an economical and healthful supple- 
ment to the grain ration. 

At the Experimental Farm, Indian 
Head), iSask., small 6x8 foot gable- 
roofed cabins provide cheap and highly 
Satisfactory shelter (for boars and dry 
sows of breeding age at all seasons of 
the year. In addition, young growing 
stock including boars and gilts from 
the weanling stage on, are housed in 
these cabins on pasture during the 
spring, summer and fall months. Each 
cabin accommodates three to four 
mature sows or six to ten or more 
younger pigs, according to age and 
size. Young boars and gilts are sep- 
arated into different pasture lots when 
they became sexually developed. 

These cabins are constructed on skids 
with plank floors. The walls and roof 
are of single ply rough lumber, the 
cracks between the roof boards being 
covered by battens to shed the rain 
and snow. An opening located in the 
south end of each cabin serves as both 
door and ventilator. The skids permit 
easy and quick moving to a new loca- 
tion or fresh ground as required. 

For winter use, the cabins are crated 
with boards or woven wire and banked 
with tightly packed straw, while the 
roof is also covered with a good depth 
of straw. A porch is constructed in 
front of the open doçr of each cabin to 
serve as a windbreak. 

In any type of outside winter shelter 
it is very important that an abund- 
ance of dry straw be provided for bed- 
ding and that this foe replaced as often 
as necessary to maintain a dry, clean 
condition of the litter. 

At the Indian Head Farm the cabins 
are located at one end of quarter-acre 
pasture lots, yhile feeling is done at 
the opposite end of the lot, thus forcing

When it comes to special crops, 
potatoes, turnips and mangolds all 
show improvement over last year, but 
the yield of sugar beets is smaller.

The season was rather unfavourable 
for tobacco, largely because it was the 
kind of whether in which black root 
rot develops and the loss from this 
source alone is placed at two million 
pounds or more of cured leaf. Produc- 
tion this year of nearly 96 million 
poundfe is down about 18 million 
pounds from last year, despite a slight 
increase in acreage. 

So far as fruits and vegetables are 
concerned, vegetables as a whole are 
reasonably good but production of 
most of the fall-maturing fruits is 
down substantially. The exception is 
grapes, where a one-third larger crop 
is expected.
